The people of Ramingining are very welcoming and tolerant of cultural differences; however there are a few things that visitors,
including people coming to live and work here and contractors are asked to particularly observe and respect:

* There are often secret ceremonies taking place in and around Ramingining. Inadvertently trespassing in these areas is considered extremely offensive and can have serious
consequences. Please ask upon your arrival if there are any restricted areas in force.

* Permits are required to travel and stay in Arnhemland. Please ensure you have a current permit. Access to any areas outside of community also requires permission from the
appropriate people and traditional owners. Please refer to indigenous contacts below and http://www.nlc.org.au/

* This is a DRY Community — no alcohol or illicit substances are permitted. A Volatile Substance Abuse (VSA) Management Plan is in force — all known and potential sniffable
or ingestible substances must be secured appropriately at all times. For more information contact the Alcohol and Other Drugs (AOD) Support Officer on 08 89870 445 or
http://www.health.nt.gov.au/Alcohol and Other Drugs/ or Police.

* The Clinic and Police Station often operate with minimal staff. Please bring your own personal medical supplies including pain relief and respectfully observe the opening
hours and emergency contacts.
